Trust and Mr. Durden represented the
bank on the Trust Board. “I fell in love
with the mission of Nemours and what
it does,” remarks Mr. Durden. “I retired
from Wachovia, but continued to
represent the company on the Trust

Board,” he says.

“We were determined that the mission
stay true to Mr. duPont’s original intent
in all things. It became obvious that
Nemours was evolving into a major
health organization—not the Alfred L.
duPont Hospital for Children alone.

It was time to separate the ‘child’
(Nemours) from the ‘parent’ (the Trust)
so that we would not have the same
people investing funds and executing
strategy,” says Mr. Durden.

In 2006, a diverse group of new
members joined the Board to bring a
fresh point of view. For the first time,
Board members would outnumber
Trustees on the Board, shifting the
balance of power. At the same time,
David J. Bailey, MD, MBA, became

Nemours President and Chief Executive
Officer. “It is very satisfying to me to
know that these changes will benefit
Nemours far into the future,” comments
Mr. Durden.

On a more personal level, Mr. Durden
has made careful plans to benefit the

two organizations closest to his heart—

Princeton University and Nemours. He
established a charitable remainder trust
for the benefit of Princeton where he
now chairs the Planned Gifts Committee.
And through his will, Nemours will
receive a bequest—an unrestricted gift
for the benefit of children.

“Most people don’t want to contemplate
their own death he comments.“However,
after taking care of the needs of my
family, there are things that are very
important to me and that I value. When
